A Day In The Life Of Jud Wickwire

Today was one of those days that I knew would occur and 
yet found myself entirely unprepared for…it started 
yesterday.  I had a flight scheduled to Port Kaituma at 1pm. 
A couple of hours before that I received a call from Dr. 
Boris in Mabaruma that he had two patients that were 
urgent, one of them was a four year old boy that had been 
stung by a scorpion. I told him I should be there around 
3pm.  We were late departing and the flight to Port Kaituma 
was in marginal weather with fairly heavy rain and poor 
visibility, but I made it in and hydroplaned down the runway 
to a stop, I quickly discharged my passengers and took off 
for Mabaruma. I was nearly there when the weather 
improved somewhat, but only a couple of miles from the 
airstrip I encountered torrential rain and a cloud bank.  I 
circled around for close to twenty minutes waiting for the 
rain to move away and it finally did, partially. One end of 
the strip was still enshrouded in the rain and the strip was 
nearly a lake. By now it was 3:30 and one patient was 45 
minutes away stuck in the mud with her bus and I had eaten 
into my fuel reserve while circling.  Knowing that it would 
take me all of 30 minutes to go to the house, pump a couple 
of jerry cans of gas and get back to the plane and get on our 
way, I then would then have just enough time to get to 
Georgetown by sunset, as long as I didn't have to dodge too 
much weather.  Considering that the weather had not been 
good all afternoon, I felt that there was just not enough 
safety margin to make the flight so I called the clinic and 
told them that we would go early in the morning.   

The rain finally let up around six, so I went down to the 
hospital to check on the boy and make the arrangements for 
the morning flight.  He was semi-conscious but seemed to be 
doing ok, his father told me how that morning he had just 
been putting on his shoes and the scorpion had bitten him on 
his big toe, he had immediately begun to vomit repeatedly. 
He also told me of another boy they knew that had died from 
a scorpion bite.  It took them several hours to get from where 
they live up the river to the clinic, but here they just don't 
have enough resources for treatment. I left after assuring his 
parents that I would be back first thing in the morning to 
take him to Georgetown. 

At six the next morning I was back at the clinic only to find 
the doctor standing out in front; he informed me that the boy 
had died during the night. Inside I could hear the wails from 
the family as they first learned of his death.  Honestly I was 
devastated, Karen called me shortly after and I couldn't even 
talk to her, I know we can't save everyone and I am sure that 
most people in the medical field face this kind of situation 
many times in their careers. My mind raced all day with 
"what-if", timing, fuel, weather, and a better understanding 
of the seriousness of this situation. 

My decision not to fly was sound but there were many 
factors involved with making that decision, one of them was 
fuel, on Friday I didn't have enough money to buy a full tank 
of gas, (underline by Al)I had enough for the planned flight 
with a comfortable reserve plus the knowledge that there 
was around 40 gallons in a drum in Mabaruma as a back-up 
plan.  Unfortunately my circling around Mabaruma had 
eaten into both my time and that comfortable reserve, 
thereby reducing my options.  Also, for all of the flights for 
the day I had made my best effort to ensure that the seats 
were always full and hadn't really considered making a 
special medivac just for the boy.  As I write this the event is 
still raw in my heart, my prayers have been going out to the 
parents and family of that little boy in their time of tragedy 
and loss.  

I know this may be an attempt to tug at your heartstrings but 
it comes straight from my heart, perhaps nothing could have 
changed the outcome of the day but I can say for certain that 
knowing that there is money for gas can take that factor out 
of the decision making, and that can change outcomes.

Update on Jud & Karen Wickwire 
Jud Wickwire from Kelowna, BC has helped us with the 
aviation program for the last two years at the Camp Hope 
Retreat.  NAARA voted to assist Jud & Karen in their 
aviation mission program in Guyana. Here some quotes from 
some emails I’ve received lately. (Al—newsletter editor). 

“We just arrived back in Georgetown to try to get our 
container out of customs.  For the full story, take a look at 
our BLOG at http://www.flywfh.org/blog/index.htm.  I have 
only spoken to one person about getting a ham license and 
we can do it; I just don't know what it entails; but here is 
what I do know.  Communications between villages in the 
interior is by HF. We live in Mabaruma which is the 
administrative village for the region. There are HF radios at 
the Police Station, Regional Government, Malaria control 
office, Army base, and the hospital.  The only one that 
works is the one at the Malaria office.  We use HF in the 
plane to contact ATC, however their radio often doesn’t 
seem to work.  As you know we have the two in the 
container and we are looking forward to getting one of them 
set up in our house so we can have direct contact with the 
villages ourselves, and also the plane. 

So, we have been thinking of you and the other hams lately 
and wonder if someone might like to come down to get our 
radios set up and perhaps help with some of the technical 
problems that people are having with their radios in 
Mabaruma and the small villages.” (Editor: Do we have any 
volunteers to do some radio mission work?) 
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Announcing a New Ham Ragchew Opportunity 
by Al Liske KA7Z 

(Designed especially for new hams, but Old-Timers are 
welcome, too) Interested in trying something new? Have we 
got a deal for you! Since NAARA now has a bunch of new 
ham operators, and since many of them have the Technician 
Class license, we thought it would be nice to provide them 
with the opportunity to get together for weekly ragchews. So 
here’s the deal. We are planning to use IRLP (Internet Radio 
Linking Project) capabilities that will allow people from all 
parts of the US and Canada (and really all parts of the world) 
to get together for group QSOs. IRLP uses 2-meters and 440 
MHz along with the Internet (the Internet links the radios 
together) and thus allows long distance communication 
without the necessity of a General Class license or big beam 
antennas. The get-togethers will be informal and set up so that 
people can get on the air and get to know each other. Ragchew 
hosts will be Al Liske, KA7Z; Christian Welch, KE7CPE and 
Eric Wilson, AD7JL. As the ragchews develop, others may 
take their turns at hosting too. We will schedule three meeting 
times per week. People can check into any or all of them. 
Some days there may be no check-ins. The idea is for us to 
have a meeting time and place that will make it easy for us to 
get together. Following are the planned meeting times: 
Sundays—11:00 AM and 7:30 PM, and Mondays at 7:30 PM. 
Please try to be there right on time or even a few minutes 
early. Those that might wish to meet more often using IRLP 
may do so by making their own arrangements. We plan to use 
the Vancouver, B.C. Reflector for our meeting place. 
Following are the steps that you need to take to connect to the 
Reflector and join in the fun. 

First here’s what you need to get active on IRLP: 

1. A two-meter or 70-centimeter transceiver that has a 
“touch-tone” (DTMF) keypad and CTCSS tone 
encode capability. 

2. Some type of outdoor antenna would be helpful. 

3. And access to an IRLP node station somewhere within 
reach of your ham station. 

4. And very helpful is computer access to the internet to 
check out, www.irlp.net for all sorts of information 
and instructions regarding the use of IRLP.   

a. Go to the website and on the left side of the page you 
will see a menu of choices. Click on “Node Info”. 

b. Then click on “Find Area US Nodes by Zip Code” 
c. Enter your zip code and set miles for area of 

coverage—say 35 or 50 miles (depends a bit on your 
equipment, power and height of antenna) and then 
enter “submit”. 

d. Then print out the list of nodes in your area. 
e. Using your transceiver check to see which of these 

nodes you can access the best (just for your 
additional information, you may wish to click on 
“Up-To-Date Node List In PDF Format” and 
“Connected Nodes & Reflector Status”)  

f. Now click on “IRLP Operating Guidelines” Since 
we will be using the Vancouver Reflector, go to the 

section labeled “Reflector Use”. For our Ragchew 
Group, let’s typically use Reflector 9009.  

g. Now, using your transceiver, connect to the repeater 
that you chose, give your ID and then announce that 
you are connecting to Reflector 9009. 

h. On your DTMF keypad, punch in 9009 and wait for 
the announcement that you are connected.  

i. Give your call sign and announce that you are 
monitoring on the reflector. 

j. If someone else is already connected and calls you, 
you can start your conversation. Next, the 
CARDINAL RULE ON REFLECTORS IS EVERY 
TIME SOME ONE TURNS IT OVER TO YOU, 
PAUSE A LONG PAUSE. (The reason for this is 
explained in “Reflector Use”) 

k. You’re now all set to participate in the RAGCHEW. 
l. To disconnect (hang-up) when you want to leave, 

type in “73” 

5. If all you want to do is talk to one other station, you 
don’t connect to a Reflector—you connect to a node 
where the other station is located. This is called direct 
one-to-one contact. On the IRLP website, click on 
IRLP Operating Guidelines and then read the 
instructions under “Common Modes”. Here again, use 
a longer than normal PAUSE between transmissions 
because the switching machinery is a bit slow. 

“Oregon emergency officials say ham radio operators the 
unsung heroes” 12/05/2007 

It’s always good to know that ham radio can make a real 
difference when communication times are rough. No, ham 
radio has not become a dinosaur.  

When parts of Oregon were overwhelmed by wind and water 
during the recent storm, vital communication often was 
lacking, with trees down and across phone lines and cell 
coverage limited. Even the state police had difficulty in 
reaching some of their own troops. But ham radio worked. In 
fact, amateur radio operators were heralded by state 
emergency officials as heroes. Ham radio is more than just a 
hobby to some. It can set up networks for government and 
emergency officials to communicate when other 
communication services fail.  

Gov. Ted Kulongoski said, after a visit to affected areas. “I’m 
going to tell you who the heroes were from the very beginning 
of this...the ham radio operators. These people just came in 
and actually provided a tremendous communication link to 
us.” A network of at least 60 volunteer amateur radio 
operators working along the coast and inland helped keep 
crucial systems such as 911 calls, American Red Cross, and 
hospital services connected. They relayed information about 
patient care and relayed lists of supplies needed in areas cut 
off by water.  

“You are amateur in name only,” said Steve Sanders, a 
spokesman for District One of the Amateur Radio Emergency 
Service, which helped in several key counties hit by the storm. 
The Oregon Office of Emergency Management said the radio 
operators were tireless in their efforts to keep the systems 
connected.  
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It was ham radio that kept New York City agencies in touch 
after their command center was destroyed on 9-11, and when 
hurricanes like Katrina hit, amateur radio helped provide life-
and-death communication services when everything else 
failed. The only major limitation, Sanders said, is the number 
of volunteers.  

“This was just the poster child storm for what we do,” Sanders 
said.  

(Editor: One question for each of us—should we as Seventh-
day Adventist Amateur Radio Operators, be much more active 
in supporting community emergency ham radio operations? 
Jesus, in Matthew 25 said something like this; “I was hungry 
and you fed me, I was thirsty and you gave me a drink,” and in 
our present times could have said; “I was isolated by flood 
waters and you saved my life by connecting me to help 
through ham radio emergency communication.” Remember 
what Jesus said about this. “Whenever you did one of these 
things to someone overlooked or ignored, that was me—you 
did it to me.” Or maybe we’re just too busy to become 
involved with helping others that might be in need. What do 
you think?)
