Your Room in the Lodge 
 

If you’ve not stayed in the lodge before, here’s the 
scoop. All rooms have wi-fi and a private bath. 
Bedding, towels, etc. are supplied by the camp. 
And a whole family can typically fit into one 
room.  No phones in the room, but pay phones are 
available in the lodge. Having a phone card is very 
handy.  
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Tips for Entering Canada 
 

·  Necessary ID to Enter Canada by Land: United States citizens crossing the border into Canada by 
land need ID that proves two things: 1) Citizenship, and 2) Identity by way of a photo. The following 
pieces of identification will serve as satisfactory proof of U.S. citizenship to enter Canada 
(photocopies of ID are not acceptable). 

o A U.S. passport or a birth certificate or a certificate of naturalization plus a photo ID, such as 
a current driver’s license. 

o Alien permanent residents of the U.S. must present their Alien Registration Card, commonly 
called a “Green Card. 

·  Necessary ID to Enter Canada by Air or Water: Passport was to be required, but for this Summer 
only, an official receipt showing that you have applied for a passport, plus official ID like a driver’s 
license, will suffice. 

·  Children—the Canada Border Services Agency suggests identification such as a birth certificate, 
baptismal certificate, passport, or immigration document. If none of these are available, get a letter 
stating that you are the children's parent or guardian from your doctor or lawyer, or from the hospital 
where the children were born. 

o Adults who are not parents or guardians should have written permission from the parents or 
guardians to supervise the children, including the name and contact information of the parent / 
guardian. 

·  As you drive up to the border crossing point, have your car window open (back window too if you 
have passengers in the back), have your pieces of ID ready to hand to the officer, and don’t try the 
trick of cracking a bad joke—these folks are not easily entertained.  

  
Finding Hope (Hope, BC that is) 

 

If you’re on your way to Hope, BC, coming from 
the west, continue east on HWY 1 and note when 
you get to Chilliwack. Pass right on through 
Chilliwack – you have about 32 more miles and 
40 minutes to go before you get to Camp Hope. 
Take exit 135 and curl hard right until you pass 
back over top of the freeway that you just left and 
onto HWY 9 (Agassiz/Harrison Hot Springs Rd). 
Travel about 4 ½ miles. Then turn onto HWY 7, 
headed towards Hope, BC. Travel about 15 miles 
and watch for the Camp Hope sign on your left 
(there is a left turn lane). Turn left for a short drive 
through the woods and you’re at the Lodge. 
 
If you are coming to Hope from the east (HWY 3 
or 5), as you see the Hope signs watch for the 
HWY 1 (Water Avenue) exit. Stay on HWY 
1/Water Avenue through Hope, cross the Fraser 
River Bridge and watch for the HWY 7 sign going 
west towards Agassiz. Take HWY 7 for about 2 or 
3 miles and watch for Camp Hope on the right. 

Turn right, go through the woods for a short way 
and you’re there.

Amateur Radio license should you want to operate 
the NAARA station at Camp Hope.

Bring your HT 
too as you will need it for our Friday morning 
caravan drive to Yale and also for the Fox Hunt on 
Sunday morning. And, while you are in the

Yale who? Historic Yale, a small town located up 
the beautiful Fraser River canyon from Hope. 
Historic Yale is this year’s destination point for 
our Friday morning Ham Radio Caravan. We’ll 
leave shortly after breakfast and all travel together, 

keeping in touch 
on 146.52 MHz. 
simplex. In 1858 
gold was 
discovered in BC 
and the race to 
capture that 
elusive metal was 
on. Miners rushed 
into BC and 
ensured Yale’s 
place in history. 
Yale was the 
gateway to the 
Cariboo Gold 

Rush and the last navigable point for the paddle 
wheeler. In fact, in its hey-day, Yale was the 
largest town west of Chicago and north of San 
Francisco.  
 
On our Caravan trip, we will go to Yale and visit 
St. John the Divine Anglican Church, the oldest 
church on the BC mainland, and next door to the 
church we will visit the Yale Museum which is 
packed with memorabilia from Yale’s olden days. 
Cost per person for the tour is, $4.00 (this is a 
special flat-rate price for seniors, adults and 
children). Also, for those interested, you can try 
your hand at panning for gold. Museum staff will 
give you instruction on gold panning and away 
you go. Your cost for gold panning instruction and 
the panning experience is $3.00 and it’s an extra 
$2.00 ($5.00 total) for guaranteed gold—what an 
easy way to fund your retirement. By the way, 
these rates are special reduced rates for our 
group—be kind to our guides.

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Get Your Ham Radio License in One Day 
At All-day Ham Radio “Blitz” Classes! 

 
 

ATTENTION!!! anyone desiring a ham radio 
license—here’s your opportunity.  New this year, 
we plan to offer classes for both Canadian and US 
licenses if we have enough interest. The classes 
will be offered all day Thursday, August 9. Expert 
instructors will teach both Canadian and U.S. 
license materials. For Canadians the material 
covered will prepare one for the Basic license and, 
for the U.S., the Technician license.  
 
This opportunity will be particularly appealing to 
those who may be planning on service in the 
mission field, especially mission pilots. And for 
others, interested in becoming involved in an 
exciting hobby, this allows you to do so in a very 
short time. These classes should now be very 
attractive since the Morse Code requirements have 
been eliminated from the ham radio exams.  
 
Please note very carefully the steps you must take 
to enroll in one of the classes. It is very important 
that we know in advance that you want to take the 
class so that we can have materials prepared and 
have your examination papers ready. Here is what 
you must do: 
 

1. As soon as possible contact Al Liske, 
KA7Z, to let him know which class you 
want to take, the Canadian Basic or the US 
Technician. Contact Al at (360) 293-5457, 
or email at, ka7z@arrl.net. 

2. Purchase your textbook immediately. This 
will give you time to study the book and 
do practice exams before actually sitting in 
class (only one textbook per family 
required). 

a. For US Technician class order: 
“The ARRL Ham Radio License 
Manual,”  
$24.95 US, from Ham Radio Outlet 
(800) 854-6046. 

b. For Canadian Basic class order: 
“RAC Study Guide for the Basic 
Exam Seventh Edition,” (includes a 
CD/ROM) $50.00 CDN, from 
Radio Amateurs of Canada, 

http://www.rac.ca/store/new-order-
form.htm or 1-877-273-8304. 

c. Start doing practice exams 
immediately—even if you don’t 
have your textbook yet. For US 
Technician license go tests on-line 
at www.qrz.com and for Canadian 
Basic license go to: 
http://www.industrycanada.ca/  
then click on English—scroll down 
to Quick Links and click on 
Amateur Radio Information—click 
on Amateur Radio Service—click 
on Amateur Radio Exam Generator 
and then follow instructions to 
generate ham radio practice exams. 

3. For those writing the Technician 
examination, the examination fee is $14.00 
US. Also bring along at least one piece of 
picture ID. For the Canadian Basic 
examination bring at least one piece of 
picture ID and there is no exam fee.

Each year we designate the Sabbath offering as a 
Special Offering and target some special project. 
Last year our offering went to support the work of 
Jud Wickwire from Kelowna, BC. The Wickwire 
family will soon be on their way to Guyana, South 
America for a 5-year mission stint. Jud and his 
wife Karen will be leaving for the mission field 
following this year’s NAARA Retreat. So again 
this year we will announce a special project. Your 
support will be much appreciated. The collection 
will be taken as our main Sabbath offering. 
 
Spend Time Visiting God’s Creation on 

Sabbath Afternoon 
We have found that most folks love to extend their 
Sabbath morning worship experience by spending 
time with God’s creative beauties on Sabbath 
afternoon. So this year we’ve planned for three 
different Sabbath afternoon options. You may 
choose from the three. 
Option 1: The Minter Gardens are nestled against 
7000 foot Mt. Cheam in beautiful 'Super Natural' 

British Columbia. 
Minter is one of the 
most spectacular 
gardens in the 
world!  As you stroll 
through the park-
like setting you will 
visit eleven themed 
gardens that are 
designed to display 
God’s creative 

beauty via massive displays of artistic floral 
designs. Very inspirational. There is an entry cost 
associated with this option so if you are interested 
in going, be sure and sign up for the trip on your 
NAARA Registration form. We have made special 
arrangements for Sabbath entry to the gardens 
with the Minter management. 
 
Option 2: This area, just outside of Hope, is 
another of the engineering marvels on the Kettle 
Valley Railway. Designed by engineer Andrew 
McCulloch, the tunnels were built from 1911 to 
1916 and completed the Kettle Valley 
Railway.

 
It was McCulloch's greatest challenge to find a 
way through the Coquihalla gorge where the river 
had cut a 300-foot deep horseshoe channel in a 
wall of solid granite. There was barely enough 
room for the river and certainly no extra room for 
a railway. McCulloch and several fellow engineers 
surveyed the canyon from small woven baskets 
suspended down into the canyon by ropes from the 
cliff tops above. After several weeks, McCulloch 
engineered a perfect tangent alignment of five 
tunnels, later known as the "Quintette" Tunnels at 
Othello Station. Actually there are only four 
tunnels; the third was partially "day-lighted," 
giving the illusion of five. 

NAARA has featured this option as one of its 
special highlight tours over the years. It involves a 
short drive to the tunnel site and then a relatively 
flat walking tour of the river and tunnels. If you’re 
fortunate, you may see salmon jumping as they 
attempt to travel up-river. There is no entry cost 
for this park; although there may be a small 
parking fee. Maps will be available at Camp Hope. 

Option 3: Kawkawa Lake Provincial Park and 
picnic area. A quiet restful spot suitable for sitting 
on a picnic bench to enjoy a good book while 
soaking up the beauty of Kawkawa lake. This area 
too is just a short distance from Hope. Maps will 
be available at Camp Hope. 
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Adventist Amateur Radio Association 
A message from the AARA president 

The Adventist Amateur Radio Association was 
designed to be a global community with the 
purpose of fostering the ideals of amateur radio 
among members of the Seventh-day Adventist 
Church. The AARA 
president was to function 
as a global coordinator to 
assist other coordinators 
of national, regional and 
local groups of all sizes. 
The core group of the 
AARA is made up of the 
executive officers, a 
secretary/treasurer, a 
public relations director 
and a newsletter editor, 
with the president as 
coordinator. The core group is to be supported by 
a network director and ambassadors-at-large.  
 
The AARA held a business meeting during the 
Seventh-day Adventist 58th General Conference 
session in St. Louis, Missouri, on July 3, 2005. A 
total of 22 people were present for the meeting, 
but only 7 paid AARA members, including one 
life member. There was no election of officers for 
the coming five years due to some recommended 
changes to the AARA constitution. The executive 
officers were asked to remain in office until the 
amended constitution was accepted by the 
membership.  
 
There was an AARA meeting in Dayton, Ohio, on 
May 20, 2006, where I was nominated and voted 
unanimously to serve as president of the AARA. 
No other officers were elected at the meeting, 
which left me as the only executive officer of the 
AARA. The constitution specifies that the 
president shall preside over all meetings and act as 
chair of the executive committee, which is very 
difficult to do since no more AARA officers have 
been elected.  I am still the only elected member 
of the core group of AARA officers, and how can 
the core group of a community function when it 
only has one member?  
 

I have asked the previous AARA officers to 
provide me with an up-to-date list of active (paid) 
AARA members, which is normally maintained 
by the secretary/treasurer, but no such list has 
been provided. With a list of members, I could ask 
the AARA membership to nominate and elect the 
remaining executive officers, who could support 
me in my work. The constitution does not 
authorize the president to make important 
decisions without the support of the other 
executive officers, or to assume the functions and 
duties of the other officers, which means that the 
executive committee can not function properly 
with just a president.  
 
In January of this year I was involved in a traffic 
accident in Florida which left me with two broken 
arms. After surgery I went to Sweden for 
rehabilitation, and only returned to Florida a 
couple of weeks ago. Because of this I was not 
able to attend the AARA meeting in Dayton this 
year. Hopefully the AARA will soon have a 
complete board of executive officers to support 
me as global coordinator of the Adventist amateur 
radio community.
